The World Radio Handbook was not the first frequency list O. Lund-Johansen published.  Earlier he had edited various books in Danish related to broadcasting.  The Lytterbogen 1945, Alt om Kortbólge-lytning, was published in August 1945 in commission with the Berlingske newspaper. This book was the immediate predecessor to World Radio-Handbook for Listeners which appeared in November 1947.  For several years, Mr. Lund-Johansen ran a regular DX-programme in English on Radio Denmark  He also submitted information obtained directly from stations to magazines such as Nattugglan, of the Scandinavian DX Club in Sweden.  A couple of German editions of his book were published as well as a single edition in Spanish (in 1960).  In 1962, his fellow countryman Jens M. Frost, who was an active DXer in the late 40´s, purchased Lund-Johansen´s publishing venture.  
The Berlingske newspaper editor who had published several technical books before the war, now reverted to this area, although his World Publications company was also selling listener-oriented books such as News from Around the World, World Medium Wave Guide and How to Listen to the World.  He also edited two Broadcast Identifications Tapes, one entirely devoted to Latin America, the BIT2. 
The BIT1 contained station identifications from Europe, Africa, Asia and the Pacific.

I visited Mr. Lund-Johansen in Hellerup, Denmark, and I from my listening post in Tvärålund, Sweden, I became a WRH monitor and collaborator by the end of the 1950´s.
The picture shows an envelope which was up for sale on an internet site.  It is the Radio Nord label which made the object interesting, not the contents nor the sender, the addressee, the stamps or the cancellation.  The picture, sent to me by Lennart Weirell (thanks!), shows that I was in touch with Mr  Lund-Johansen in 1961.
